USING A COMPUTER OR SMART PHONE APP:

 Click on the “Raise Hand” feature in the webinar controls. This will notify City 
staff that you have raised your  hand.

 A prompt will appear to confirm you would like to be unmuted and then 
you will have three minutes to provide public comment.

 Once your public comment has ended, you will be muted again.

USING A REGULAR PHONE (not using a computer or smart phone APP):

 Dial *9 (star 9), this will notify City staff that you have “raised your hand” 
for public comment.

 City staff will unmute your microphone when it is your turn to provide 
public comment.

 You will hear “you are unmuted” and then you will have three minutes 
to provide public comment.

 Once your public comment has ended, you will be muted again.
 If your phone is unmuted, and you are unable to be heard, the host may ask that you 

Dial *6 to toggle mute on/off in Zoom.
