The Charge

To consider a comparison of the costs of new urban development with the
revenues from new urban development.

To consider the impacts of new urban development on infrastructure.

To determine the infrastructure needs that are met as well as the unmet
infrastructure needs .

To determine the alternate funding mechanisms to finance the unmet
infrastructure needs .

To recommend a specific funding mechanism to finance each specific unmet
infrastructure need.
To recommend the specific assumptions , standards , and other criteria of
any proposed new fees or assessment packages .

The Process

All meetings shall be noticed public meetings . However , the Committee
determines when , during each meeting, it is willing to offer the public an
opportunity to make input .

Prior to final determination of recommendations , the Committee shall hold
at least one public hearing and encourage public input.

The recommendations shall be in writing to the Mayor and City Council via
the Public Projects Committee .
The Committee shall diligently pursue completion of this charge in atimely fashion, but in any event , no later than May 31 , 1987 .

Recruitment will begin immediately with a two-week response deadline .

Recruitment Process

Each business group and each citizen group represented on the Committee
and the Planning Commission will be asked to submit its choice of a
representative to serve on the Committee and one alternate to the City
Council .

The Citizen-at-Large will be recruited through the media.

5 . SELECTION

The Appointments Committee of the City Council will attempt to honor each
group ' s request by appointment of its representative rather than the
alternate.

The alternate may be selected if there is found to be a predominance of
vocations , two representatives are employed by the same employer , or other
complications .

The alternate may also be selected later if the representative has
scheduling or other difficulties that lead to dropping membership on the
Committee.

The Appointments Committee will make recommendations to the City Council
for confirmation on who will serve on each of the ten seats on the
Committee .

The Counci 1 member to serve on the Committee will Chair the first two
meetings . Then the Committee w i l l elect its Chairperson and Vice
Chairperson to serve for the remaining Committee meetings .

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AFFIRMATIVE ACTION PROGRAM
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The Commitment

The City Council of the City of Modesto hereby establishes a clearly defined
Affirmative Action Program to insure that Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO)
in City service becomes a fact as well as an ideal .
Equal Employment Opportunity Involves a City commitment to personnel actions
based upon the relative, job-related merit and fitness of applicants and
employees and the needs of the City.
There shall be no favor or discrimination in City personnel actions based upon
race, religion, color, creed, sex , age, handicap, national origin, or
political affiliation or belief unless such characteristics are bona fide
occupational qualifications.

Purpose and Background of the Program

The goal of the City ' s Personnel system, of which Affirmative Action is an
integral part, is to ensure that quality services to the people of the City
are provided by the most effective staff available.
Affirmative Action is the guide, monitoring tool , and corrective action
mechanism to ensure that two objectives are met in the way the City staff is
recruited, selected and retained:

To build equal employment opportunity into all personnel action
decisions .

To develop a City work force which effectively mirrors the makeup of
the labor market in terms of ethnic group and female representation
in the various occupational categories.

There are, in addition, statutory case laws and administrative regulation
history which outline the obligation of agencies such as the City of Modesto
to develop an Affirmative Action program. Significant landmarks in that
history Include:

1 . The Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution sets forth
equal protection and due process guarantees.
Civil Rights Acts of 1866, 1870 and 1964 set forth the liabilities
and obligations for nondiscrimination.
Presidential Order 11246 requires Federal contractors to have written
Affirmative Action programs.
Revised Order #4. U.S. Office of Federal Contract Compliance requires
Federal contractors to Identify areas of minority and female "under-utilization" in the work force and develop "result oriented" programs
with goals and timetables to correct underutilization.

Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967 bans arbitrary age
discrimination in employment decisions.

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Equal Employment Opportunity Act of 1972 applies the mandates of
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and Revised Order #4 to
State and local governments and sets forth the authority and
responsibility of the Equal Employment Opportunity Commission.
Griaas vs. Duke Power Company - in 1972 a U.S. Supreme Court
Decision which places the burden of defending discrimination
complaints on employers. This decision emphasizes the need for
employment examinations to be job related and called for the
elimination of artificial barriers to employment.
California Fair Employment Practices Act which parallels the 1972
Federal Act and establishes the State Department of Fair Employment
and Housing.
1973 Rehabilitation Act which extends non-discrimination protection
of the physically handicapped.

10. 1978 Health. Education and Welfare Department Regulations extend to
Federal contractors an Affirmative Action obligation toward the
handicapped.

In general , Affirmative Action is synonymous with improvement of the personnel
system and overall City government. To the extent that bias and extraneous
factors unrelated to the needs of the job are eliminated, both the City and
the general public which it services stand to gain.

Clear Responsibilities

Affirmative Action support is not the responsibility of any one individual ,committee or department alone. From the highest policy making body in Citygovernment - the City Council - through the City Manager, Affirmative ActionOfficer , department heads, supervisors , employee organizations, and eachemployee, the responsibility to make the program work is shared. ForAffirmative Action to succeed, specific responsibilities must be clearly
assigned in key areas as follows:

The City Council provides the policy direction and sets the tonewhich ultimately determines the success of the program. The Councilalso serves as a forum for public awareness of the City program.
The_Citv Manager is responsible to the Council for implementation ofpolicies and for supporting staff and line departments 1n carrying
out Council directives. Appointing department heads, preparing thebudget, and developing policy alternatives are all City Manager
functions which impact directly or indirectly on AffirmativeAction. The most important function is establishing a positive toneto encourage subordinates , especially department head appointing
authorities, to make Affirmative Action opportunities a part ofhiring decisions.

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3. Department Heads are generally the "appointing authorities" In City
government. They are responsible for hiring decisions, promotions,
disciplinary actions and insuring that City and departmental
personnel policies are enforced. They are responsible to carry out
these assignments equitably and actively. The "bottom line" in
terms of Affirmative Action progress is the hiring decision.
Therefore , the role of department heads is obviously critical .

4. Personnel Manager. The City Manager through the Personnel Manager
has the principal responsibility for maintaining a personnel system
in which equal employment opportunity can become a reality.
Specifically, the Personnel Manager is responsible for
recruitment /selection efforts , and interacts with all other
departments in matters of employment policies.

5. The Affirmative Action Officer

is responsible for administering the Affirmative Action program and
acts as secretary to the Affirmative Action Commission.
Specifically, the Affirmative Action Officer shall be responsible to:

Assist departments to achieve compliance to the requirement or
provision of the program.
Develop and implement recordkeeping systems designed to:

i ) Measure the effectiveness of the Affirmative Action
Program throughout the City.

1i ) Point out deficiencies and needs for remedial action.
i i i ) Determine the degree to which program goals and objectives

have been reached.
iv) Insure accurate and timely compliance with reporting

requirements.
Conduct periodic audits of hiring, promotion , demotion,
suspension , termination, transfer, and shift assignment to
insure that provisions of the program are being carried out and
the goals and objectives are being met.
Make periodic reviews of the Affirmative Action Program and
submitting recommendations for expansion and improvement of theprogram where applicable.
Assist in the resolution of equal employment opportunity
grievances or complaints.
Serve a liaison role along with other staff members between
departments , enforcement agencies, minority organizations , andcommunity action groups.

At the first meeting of each calendar year, the Commission shall designate a
chair and vice-chair from among its members to serve for a one (1 ) year period.
When an interim vacancy occurs on the Commission , an appointment may be made
by the City Council to f i l l the unexpired term of the membership vacated. All
members serve at the discretion of the City Council and serve without
compensation.
The Affirmative Action Officer shall serve as staff / secretary for the
Commission keeping all minutes of all meetings and providing necessary
assistance for the functioning of the Commission.
From time to time, Department Affirmative Action Coordinators may be appointed
by department heads , as required , and shall attend Commission meetings as
directed.

The basic role of the Commission is to advise and assist the City Manager and
staff with affirmative action as follows:

To review work force analysis as provided by staff ; to provide input
and review data utilized 1 n the analysis.
To review utilization analysis of job groups and all affirmative
action progress reports; to work with designated city staff members
in developing specific corrective actions.

To make recommendations to implement and oversee the dissemination
of policy within the city work force and the community as a whole.
To develop and recommend "action oriented" programs to attain the

To Insure a method of internal audit and review reporting system

To recommend methods of support with local , state and national
affirmative action programs.
To insure that the Affirmative Action program of the City of Modesto
as adopted by the Modesto City Council remains in compliance with
sex, national origin, and religious discrimination guidelines.

Communicating the Idea

It is reasonable to believe that greater awareness of the issues , policies,
liabilities and opportunities associated with equal employment opportunity and
Affirmative Action will result in greater progress toward the program goals.

Within the City organization

All job announcements will include a notice of EEO and Affirmative
Action support.
Affirmative Action , Equal Employment Opportunity and Educational
posters will be disseminated to each department for conspicuous
posting on employee or public bulletin boards.
Departmental Heads will periodically review the Affirmative Action
status of their departments at staff meetings.
A relevant section on EEO obligations will be included in the
"employee orientation" program.
The management negotiating team will include program support in its
negotiating package with every employee organization.
The EEO obligations inherent in proper performance evaluation,
effective discipline, and basic supervision will be included in
supervisory and management training programs.
Specific Affirmative Action training will be periodically conducted
by the Affirmative Action Officer.

To the community at large

All open competitive recruitment advertisements and job
announcements will include reference to the City' s EEO commitment.

Scone - This procedure shall apply to allegations of adverse affect
arising out of discrimination in regard to application, recruitment,
appointment, training, promotion, retention, discipline, or other aspects
of employment because of race, religion, color, sex, physical /mentalhandicap, medical condition, marital status, age, national origin,
ancestry or political affiliation and provides for a process toInvestigate and correct the effects of such discrimination.
Limitations - The establishment of this procedure for resolving
complaints of discrimination 1 s not intended to supplant regular
grievance procedures or prohibit employees or applicants from filing
complaints with the Department of Fair Employment and Housing (DFEH) ,
Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC) , or the courts. Thisprocedure is intended and should be viewed as a means of providing thespecial skills needed to promptly and fairly handle the sensitive issuesinvolved, and to ensure full cooperation with Federal and Statecompliance agencies.

Aggrieved Persons: An employee or applicant for employment whoalleges that he or she has suffered harm as the result of an adverseemployment decision made on the basis of race, religion, color, sex ,

Steps in the Procedure

Informal Complaint: Aggrieved persons shall first contact the
Personnel Office or other City department Involved in the complaint
within 10 calendar days of learning of such act or decision and
before filing a formal complaint with the Affirmative Action Officer.
Formal Complaint: If Informal resolution of problems through
conciliation and negotiation cannot be effected within 10 days, the
aggrieved person( s) may file a formal complaint in writing with the
Affirmative Action Officer, who shall discuss the complaint with the
complainant and his/her representative, if any. The Affirmative
Action Officer may assign an employee to investigate allegations
once a formal complaint is filed, and to produce a written report of
findings. This person must be capable of fairness, impartiality andobjectivity. The Affirmative Action Officer shall render a decisionin writing within fifteen (15) calendar days after receiving thecomplaint. If the complainant is still not satisfied, he/she may
present the complaint in writing to the City Manager. The City

Evaluation

1 . The Affirmative Action Officer and Affirmative Action Commission shallcontinuously monitor progress of the Program and report progress to theCity Manager .
The City Manager will submit an annual report of the Program to the CityCouncil .

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Promotion

It is the policy of the City of Modesto to attempt to upgrade protected
classes already employed by the City, as well as to recruit them. Protected
classes , as well as other members of the City' s organization , are upgraded on
the basis of performance and the passage of various promotional tests. The
City, rather than establish a formal training program, relies on entry level
junior positions.
Staff Training

It will be the responsibility of the Affirmative Action Officer to Inform and
train staff members. Review and evaluation of the program' s progress will
occur at six month intervals. Each department head will be made aware of the
needs of his/her department and will be encouraged to bring the department up
to the desired level .

Community Relations

The Affirmative Action Officer will become aware through continued contact of
the needs of the minority and female communities in the City of Modesto.
Along with other staff members , the Affirmative Action Officer will seek to
establish and maintain lines of communication with the various minority group
leaders within the City.

Contractor Compliance

Each bidder shall submit with his bid certification that he Is in compliance
with the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Executive Order No. 11246, the California
Fair Employment Practices Act , and any other applicable federal and state laws
and regulations relating to equal opportunity employment, including laws and
regulations hereinafter enacted.
Minority Enterprise Program

The City shall comply with the intent of Executive Order No. 11625 by
identifying and encouraging minority enterprises to enter the bidding
processes of the City of Modesto. When potential minority bidders are
identified, they will be contacted and made familiar with the bidding
process. Bid application forms will be forwarded to them along with other
potential contractors.
Goals and Timetables

The ultimate goal of the program is to develop a City of Modesto work force
which includes representation of ethnic groups , the handicapped , and both
sexes in a manner which numerically mirrors the labor market population. The
City work force population 1s , practically speaking, a product of the makeup
of the local area labor market. It is recognized that the characteristics of
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the labor market change and that the availability within occupational
groupings varies widely. Based on data from the 1980 Census of Population
( U.S. Bureau of the Census ) , the Modesto labor market has the following
overall distributions:

The goals of the Affirmative Action program are described in Exhibit I ( page
11 ) . The progress toward these goals are described in Exhibit II ( page 12).
Goals and timetables are always subject to review and revision. This is
particularly true as we move further from our base year of the 1980 census.
Summary

The City of Modesto has been and will continue to be committed to the
principle of equal employment opportunity. Because of this commitment, the
City has established an Affirmative Action Program to insure equal employment
opportunities and to eliminate practices, standards or conditions which
artificially deprive individuals of employment opportunities.
The program not only seeks to eliminate the negative aspects of unequaltreatment but does so in a positive manner. By seeking minority community
members and actively recruiting them, the City hopes to establish among its
employees a minority distribution profile congruent to that which is reflectedby the City ' s population. The Affirmative Action Program is not limited torecruiting but also provides for the training and upgrading of minority group
members.

PROBLEM STATEMENT

From 1984 through 1986, the City of Modesto FBI Crime Index showed a 28%
increase in the number of crimes committed Ca 19% increase in the crime rate) .
Residential and commercial burglaries each increased 51% Ca 42% increase in the
crime rates). The population increased 6% over these three years . Additional
statistics are shown on Attachment 9.

Property crimes, family offenses, and juvenile problems all lend themselves to
be addressed through the united efforts of law enforcement and citizen
involvement , especially since the number of City of Modesto sworn officers only
Increased from 152 in 1983 to 164 in 1986, an 8% net increase. Today, the
Modesto Police Department has a personnel strength of 234 people: 166 sworn
and 68 civilian.
The City of Modesto was rated number 172 of 480 cities and counties listed in
the 1980 Crime and Population Data for California Law Enforcement Agencies,
Bureau of Criminal Statistics . Further , although in 1986 the California Crime
Index for the state was up 8.9% from 1985, it rose 34.9% for Modesto.
Likewise, statewide the FBI Crime Index was up 5.0%; it increased 13.5% for
Modesto.
The use and abuse of drugs among Modesto ' s youth has been identified as a
growing problem. According to a Stanislaus County Mental Health Department
survey of high school students released in April 1986, “the use of every
substance except barbiturates, was higher in Stanislaus County than in the
nation. In a recent sampling of sixth and seventh grade students by the
Modesto Police Department ’ s School Resource Officers, results support those of
the earlier study. Responses showed that 51.2% of the seventh grade students
had tried alcohol , most before the age of ten. For all other substances
surveyed (marijuana, cocaine, amphetamines, glue, and aerosols) reported use
approximately doubled from sixth grade to seventh grade. A copy of thecomplete questionnaire and survey results are included as Appendix B. A
recently concluded undercover operation in local high schools , as well as oneconducted two years ago, emphasize the magnitude of the drug problem on City
school campuses. On April 21 , 1987, forty-four students ( juveniles) and 12adults were arrested in connection with selling drugs to an officer posing as astudent , with twenty additional warrants outstanding. Drugs involved weremarijuana (one student had 44 " joints" in his possession) , cocaine (streetquality and crack) and LSD. In addition, six students were in possession ofknives, violating school policy.
Because the Increase in property crimes and drug abuse are closely linked, eachproblem must acknowledge the other. When a search warrant is served, officersfind not only stolen property, but drugs as well . As the age of drug abuselowers, burglaries committed by juveniles increase. Forty-four percent of thearrests for burglaries in Modesto in 1986 were committed by juveniles andnearly 10 percent of all felony drug charges for the same period were againstjuveniles.

The problems to be addressed by this grant proposal are:
(1) The Increase in residential and commercial burglary.
( 2) The recent increase in family offenses , crimes against children , and juvenile

crime.
(3) The alarming use of drugs by Modesto area teenagers.

It 1s anticipated that the results of this grant project will impact the above
problems as follows:

( 1 ) Slow the rapid escalation of the residential and commercial burglary rates for
the City.

( 2) Disperse more assistance, through agency networking and personal safety
presentations , to troubled families , victimized children , and delinquent
children.

(3) Increase the awareness in elementary and junior high students (grades K-8) ofthe consequences of drug use and therefore decrease the level of drug use asthese children become teenagers.



FIRST YEAR SUMMARY OF ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The Modesto Police Department has relied heavily on volunteers for a few of its many
community service projects, such as the Halloween Party and quarterly distribution
of the Neighborhood Watch newsletter, SCAN. These volunteers have come from the
Explorer Post and from Neighborhood Watch in the past. With the onset of grant
activities, new volunteers and new ways to use them were sought. The number of
active volunteers has tripled (from 30 to 98) and additional activities now
include: fingerprinting of school-age children; assistance with the Department's
weekly "Crime Trends" cable television program; representing the department and
supporting drug resistance at extra-curricular school functions; and, serving on
various drug and crime-related boards locally.
Fearing the approach of the "saturation point," estimates for new Neighborhood Watch
groups were low. These fears have not been realized, as this program continued to
grow as fast as time for presentations allows. Several innovations have aided the
department in this area. An automated dialing system has been put in place to
maintain contact with block captains, announce new services, and inform residents
and businesses of crime trends and patterns. In addition, "Crime Trends," a weekly
cable television program, is attracting a growing audience with its informative
speakers and topics such as drugs, rape prevention, robbery, child safety, and
burglary. Also, the Crime Prevention Unit personnel are training Explorer Scouts
and Reserve Police Officers to assist with new Neighborhood Watch meetings, hostfollow-up meetings, and perform residential and business security inspections.
The project Community Service Officer is working closely with the DistrictAttorney's Director of Victim-Witness Assistance Program to coordinate casemanagement and ensure that all victims of sexual assault, domestic violence, andchild abuse are apprised of all services available. In addition, the Departmentrecently began participating in the "Gold Bears of the World" program. A localmerchant donated thirty-two bears to be given to children who have been victims ofchild abuse or molestation, or have been involved in major traffic accidents.Police officers can give the bears to traumatized children to show them that policeofficers really do care.
Presentation of Project DARE has met with overwhelming enthusiasm. The five SchoolResource Officers (SRO's) were chosen and assigned to specific junior high schoolsin early September. They each spent the subsequent two months familiarizingthemselves with the school operations, staff, and students. In November, the SRO'sspent two weeks in Los Angeles at DARE training, learning the special techniques andlesson plans that have helped to make this program so successful. A trainingschedule is included as Appendix C. After some scheduling difficulties, ProjectDARE presentations began in the schools in February. All sixth and seventh gradestudents in local public schools are receiving this training. In addition to DAREinstruction, the SRO's participate in extra-curricular activities; providecounseling, both self-initiated and by referral; present other crime preventiontopics, such as personal safety and gang membership; attend PTA and other facultyand parent meetings; and present workshops on drugs, gangs, and other lawenforcement concerns. Three additional police officers attended Project DAREtraining 1 n May; they will serve as back-ups or as temporary replacements asnecessary. In the event of promotion, reassignment or separation of any of thecurrent SRO's, immediate replacement by a trained officer will as assured

"Officer Friendly" continues to be a valuable part of the department's outreach to
children. The officer assigned as "Officer Friendly" has developed twelve specific
presentations for children, faculty, and parents. These talks are tailored for the
group hearing them, and several of them use puppets developed by the department's
Officer Friendly, who uses his expert puppeteering to gain a rapport with the
children. A letter outlining the twelve standard presentations 1 s included as
Appendix D.

Demand for other crime prevention activities has been overwhelming in the past
year. Businesses and civic groups have received presentations on a wide variety of
requested topics such as loss prevention, safety for seniors, alcoholic beverage
laws, and check fraud. In addition, business security inspections are being
performed as a community service. Public service announcements and other radio and
television spots average over five per month. Topics include crime trends, upcoming
events, personal safety, and property security. Several topics are also presented
in Spanish. The local newspaper, The Modesto Bee, has printed several articles on
Project DARE and Neighborhood Watch, as well as on upcoming events sponsored by thedepartment. Support, in both time and donations from local civic and schoolorganizations, have made possible such activities as the halloween party,
fingerprint clinics, and many public safety fairs.



CCR AND C-CAP ANALYSIS UNIT
INTERFACE

The City of Modesto was a C-CAP city. The Crime Analysis Unit was established
through a grant and has been continued by the City. The Crime Resistance Unit
and the Crime Analysis Unit physically occupy the same office and are directly
supervised by the same Sergeant. Their interface is obvious , proximate , and
constant.
Through the grant project duration , the Crime Analysis Unit will provide the
Crime Resistance Unit with the following information on both property crimes
and crimes against persons:
(1 ) Numbers of occurrences in the target area—entire jurisdiction.
( 2) For commercial and residential burglary— locations on a City map.
(3) For commercial and residential burglary— the numbers who participated in

Neighborhood Watch and/or participated in security inspections and
Operation Identification.

The format of this information exchange is , and will continue to be, very
Informal . Discussion , short memos , monthly computer printouts , and a pin map
are all used . The Crime Resistance Unit has used this information to direct
the grant activities toward problems and /or problem areas , specifically to
encourage new Neighborhood Watch groups in areas of higher property crime , to
prepare announcements on the automated dialer and via the media to present
timely crime trends and to tailor drug resistance and gang membership
presentations to fit the needs of the individual audiences . Any special
requests for crime analysis information will also be very informal through
conversation and /or short memos . The Crime Analysis Unit will respond to therequest for information within two working days with either the Information
required or a plan to develop that information ( example: surveillance
operations to be accomplished by a special tactical unit of one sergeant and
three officers , to be established at the start of fiscal year 1986/87).
The Crime Analysis Unit , comprised of two full-time Crime Analysts and one
volunteer , has two automated systems. An Apple computer is used to produce
charts and graphs on a variety of subjects. In addition , extensive data can beobtained from the Department ' s WANG VS-65 system. Unit personnel can obtainfile searches on suspects by name , alias , description or distinguishing
characteristics , and on vehicles by description and whole, partial or similarlicenses. In addition , crime trends can be mapped by type of crime , by severaltypes of areas , by method of operation , and areas can be compared and ranked.Other searches available include property, warrants, parolees , and arrests byspecific officer. Should a report or presentation require specific data , thedepartment ' s Senior Programmer Analyst provides the required program.

TARGET AREA DESCRIPTION

N a r r a t i v e:

The City of Modesto 1 s located in Stanislaus County In the Central Valley region of
California. The City covers 29.2 miles , and the economy is based on medium-sized
industry and the growing and processing of agricultural products. The population
of Modesto as of January 1 , 1987, was estimated to be 141 ,178, a growth of 6.9% In
the past year. Approximately 43% of the County ' s residents live in Modesto.
Unemployment averaged 11% in 1980; annual median family income was $20,429.
The ethnic breakdown of Modesto (as of the 1980 census ) was predominately white
(83.1%) , with 10.5% of the population Hispanic , 3.1% Asian , 2.0% Black , and 1.3%
other. Median age was 29 years with 29.5% of the residents under the age of 18.
71.7% of the residents age 25 and over had completed 4 years of high school .
According to the City Planning Department , as of January 1 , 1985, of the 59,862
housing units in Modesto, 69% were single family, 5% were condominiums , 7% were
duplexes , 16% were multiple family, and 3% were other types of units (mobile homes,
boarding houses ). In 1980, median housing unit value was $64,200; 58% of the
housing units were married couple families; mean persons per unit was 2.68.
Volunteers were sought from all ages , socioeconomic and ethnic groups with most
being housewives and mothers of small children , and business persons active in
local civic organizations. Also a prime resource is our senior citizen population
who have time and experience to share. In 1980, there were 10,375 residents over
the age of 65. Ways to further utilize this group are being explored.
Neighborhood Watch groups are nearly evenly distributed throughout the City.
Therefore, target areas are existing blocks with no Neighborhood Watch, areas of
higher crime and newly developing subdivisions , particularly on the north and east
edges of the City limits. New housing construction is primarily single family
dwellings and apartment complexes geared toward upper and middle income residents.
Twenty-one thousand one hundred forty students currently attend public elementary
and junior high schools in Modesto. Three school districts are located within
Modesto ' s city limits. Stanislaus Union, located on the north side of the City,
has one junior high school (Prescott ) and four elementary schools , with a student
population in 1986-87 of 2,775. Sylvan Union in the northeast area of Modesto hasone junior high school (Somerset ) and six elementary schools with 5,076 students in
1986-87. The remaining 13,289 students attend schools 1n the Modesto City School
District , comprised of three junior high schools and twenty-three elementary
schools. The four high schools within Modesto are also administered by ModestoCity School District. All schools draw students from a broad socioeconomic andethnic base. In line with Modesto' s growth , school officials project a 4% increasein the number of students for the 1987-88 school year. A breakdown by grade K
through 8 by school district is included as Appendix E.

During the development of the curriculum, numerous drug abuse education programs were examined.It was agreed that a prevention program was host suited ( « »r the targeted ago group. Existing preventionmodels which dealt with peer pressure techniques. self -management skills (decision making, valuesclarification, and problem solving), positive lifestyles, and alternatives to drug use, appeared to beexperiencing the highest degree ol success. As a result ol this study, a cooperative LAPD/LAUSDdrug abuse prevention piorjiam entitled Drug Abuse Resistance Education (DARE) was developed(or presentation to 5th anil 6th grade students. Ihe curriculum of this program focuses on peer re-sistance training, self-concept improvement, and value decisions concerning respect for the law andpersonal safety.

Commencing in September, 1963, a pilot program began with 'CM LOS Angeles Police Officers assionedas substance abuse instructors in Los Angeles City S'hoots. Prior to entering the classroom, each ofthe officers participated in an eighty-hour training course which included curriculum on teachingtechniques as well as elementary school operations, preparation of visual aids, officer-school relation-ships, development of self -esteem, peer pressure resistance techniques, narcotic recognition, communi-cation skills, child development, atid classroom evaluation:;.
Each officer was assigned to five elementary schools and r opruteri to a separate campus each day of theschool week. By maintaining a 5:1 ratio of schools per instructor, it was possible for the ten officersto present weekly programs at fifty schools during the 1963/0-1 school year.
When presenting the curriculum to the 5th and 6th grades, the officers taught from specific lessonplans prepared bv LAUSD curriculum specialists. In addition to these presentations, the officers werealso responsible for coordinating on abbreviated program to students in grades K4 and for working inconcert with the school principals to provide drug abuse training to the respective parent groups.
Based on the first year 's experience and the suggestions of an independent evaluator from the Evalu-ation and Training Institute, modilienlions weie made in DARE prior to the start of the 1984/85 schoolyear. These modifications did not change the content or the focus of the program, but were institutedto make DARE more workable and effective. A pilot program at the junior nigh level was initiated inthe 1984/85 school year, and a condensed One-Day DARE Program was made available to private andpublic elementary schools not participating in the full program.
The success and future of this program will depend not only on the curriculum presentation, but alsoon the ability of the concerned cili/cns and businesses ol Los Angeles to financially support drugprevention education. In a time of (iscal austerity (or municipal governments, it becomes necessary forthe Police Department and the School District to look to the* community and private sector (or thistype of support.
DARE was selected as the recipient of a Slate Grant lor the suppression of drug use in schools. Thesefunds were used to add lour additional officers to the program in 1984/85. If continual funding can beobtained, the DARE Program will continue to expand until it is part of the regular curriculum for everyelementary school child within the City of Los Angeles. This planned expansion calls for an increasefrom the ten officers originally assigned to the pilot program to approximately fifty-three instructorsneeded for full implementation in all elementary and junior high schools. By June 1986, DARE willhave impacted 276 of the 360 elementary schools and 16 of the 65 junior high schools in the City.The costs of combating adolescent drug abuse are high, hui the benefit to society is a sound investmentWe must acknowledge that the welfare of out society rests upon the ability of our children to cope withthe responsibilities and stresses which they will inherit as our future leaders and workers.

Since its inception, DARE has served as a model program for agencies throughout the country In Orderto assist other communities m developing programs to meet their needs, DARE has developed'a biannu-al training class for other agencies Interest in this training has been widespread. SCHOOL ATTENDANCE REVIEW BOARD

School Attendance Review Boards (S.A.R.B. 's ) were established to divert
students with school attendance or school behavior problems from the juvenile
justice system by providing guidance and coordinated community services to
meet their special needs. A S.A.R.B. is made up of representatives of various
youth-serving agencies who help a truant or insubordinate student and the
student 's parents solve problems by using community resources.
The board meetings are attended by school district representatives, county
probation, county welfare, the superintendent of schools, law enforcement
personnel , and various community agencies, including mental health, family
services, and counseling personnel .
The project 's Community Service Officer attends two meetings weekly, one for
Modesto City Schools and one for county schools ( including Stanislaus Union
and Sylvan Union School Districts ). Nearly one-fourth of her time is spent
participating in S.A.R.B. 's, since these meetings last from three hours up to
five hours each.

Initially, I contacted case worker Debra Murray with the Salvation
Army. Murray advised the Salvation Army offers overnight shelter
for women and children, and many times takes the over-flow from
the Women's Refuge Center. The Salvation Army usually tries to
re- locate women and children to allow them to start anew. There
are several refuge centers in other cities, and the Salvation Army
will pay for transportation.

Contact with the Stanislaus Women's Refuge Center/Haven was
established through Director, Helen Butler. Haven is a refuge
that offers shelter for women and children who are victims of
domestic violence. The shelter will hold approximately 15 persons,with a maximum stay of 30 days. There is a fee for the shelterbased on income. Whenever possible, Haven will refer victims to
an out-of- town refuge center.
Haven also offers a domestic violence counseling program. Theycounsel women, children, couples, and battered men. They alsocounsel men who have been placed into diversion by the court system.
Another program Haven offers is their temporary restraining orderclinic. A group of attorneys, on a rotating basis, help victimswith temporary restraining orders and civil harassment orders.When victims leave the center, the forms are ready to be filedwith the County Clerk's Office. There is no fee for this serviceat this time.

In establishing contact with the Stanislaus County District Attorney'sVictim-Witness Program, I spoke with Director Margaret Speed.We discovered that through their program, most domestic violencevictims were being contacted and advised of services available.Rather than duplicate efforts, we agreed to follow the same format.I now double check to assure victim -witness is receiving alldomestic violence reports. I also follow-up on all domesticviolence reports for dispositions. All this information is thenlogged to allow for tracking.
My first two weeks in this new assignment were spent in BasicCrime Prevention School. In April I traveled to San Jose for the4thAnnual Governor's Training Conference on Crime Victims.During this conference I was able to attend workshops including:battered women and the homeless, battering in teen relationships,and battered women and marital rape.

A RESOLUTION REQUESTING REVIEW OF THE MODESTO SPHERE OF
INFLUENCE BY THE STANISLAUS COUNTY LOCAL AGENCY FORMATION
COMMISSION (LAFCO) IN 1988.
WHEREAS , in 1984 the Stanislaus County Local Agency Formation

Commission ( LAFCO) adopted the spheres of influence for all the cities in
Stanislaus County and has been reviewing spheres of influence of two cities
every year since 1984 , and

WHEREAS , in February 1988 the Stanislaus County Local Agency

Formation Commission will consider whether to review the LAFCO sphere of
influence for the cities of Modesto and Waterford, and

WHEREAS , the Director of Planning and Community Development by a
memorandum dated December 10, 1987 , recommended to the City Manager that the
Stanislaus County Local Agency Formation Commission be requested to review the
Modesto Sphere of Influence for the reasons stated in said memorandum and
quoted as follows:

1 . The City of Modesto amended the Circulation Element ofits General Plan in 1986, and Stanislaus County hascompleted a major update of its General Plan. The
Modesto Sphere of Influence should be reviewed in light
of these new circumstances.
Stanislaus County has approved many development
proposals in the Modesto Sphere of Influence since
1984. These approvals appear to be in conflict withthe LAFCO objectives and policies adopted for the
Modesto Sphere of Influence, attached Exhibit 2. Forinstance, one LAFCO objective is to encourage
cooperative planning efforts between the County, the
City , and special districts and proper implementation
of those agencies ' respective plans, (general objective
3, p . 1 ) . Another objective is to encourage orderly
growth, (general objective 2, p. 1) .

2.
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The majority of development approvals by the County in
the Modesto Sphere of Influence is located in the tier
of neighborhoods to be served by a future expansion of
the North Trunk.. The development of this area may be
consistent with the Stanislaus County General Plan
adopted in 1987 but is inconsistent with the Modesto
General Plan .
The Modesto General Plan Urban Reserve should not be
developed until sanitary sewer trunks are extended and
the General Plan amended to designate urban uses . This
has not occurred and therefore County development of
the North Trunk area appears in conflict with LAFCO
policies.
LAFCO designates the North Trunk area as a secondary
area of influence which is the territory which can
reasonably be provided with all urban services the City
is now providing or authorized to provide within the
next twenty years . There is also a primary sphere of
influence designating the territory which can be
reasonably provided with all the services the City is
now providing or authorized to provide either
immediately or within the next ten years . The two
different areas of influence establishes a time frame
when annexation and development should occur.
Annexation and development should occur within the
primary area of influence before the secondary area of
influence. This should be the case regardless of
whether development is approved by the City or County.
A specific LAFCO policy states that LAFCO will request
the County Board of Supervisors to not approve
development proposals within the City ' s primary
influence and recommend to the applicants to annex
their property to the City and develop it under the
City ' s jurisdiction , (specific policy 6a and b,
page 2) . It doesn ' t make sense to discourage
development and annexation in the primary area of
influence and permit development in the secondary area
of influence.
The primary sphere of influence should be modified to
include the Beard and Gallo areas and the Airport
District south of Yosemite Boulevard . City sewer is
available to these areas and all other urban services
can be provided immediately or within the next ten
years .
