WHEREAS, a public hearing was held by the Board of Zoning Adjustment on
November 20, 1975, at 9:50 o'clock a.m. in the City Council Chambers, City Hall,
801 11lth Street, Modesto, California, at which time the Board of Zoning Adjustment
by Resolution No. 610 found and determined that granting a conditional use permit in
the H-1 Zone for a free-standing sign to identify and advertise a convenience
market located on the east side of Riverside Drive opposite Miller Avenue in the
City of Modesto is not required by public necessity, convenience, and general welfare
for the following reasons:
1. The subject convenience market, while being a free-
standing use, is the only present development on what
will, in the future, be a 12 acre commercially developed
area; and thus, in the future it will not be a free-
standing use.
2, Being the only development on this large and otherwise
vacant piece of property, the existing convenience
market is clearly visible as far away as Yosemite
Boulevard to the south, and the south wall could
accommodate a large wall sign to provide adequate ex-
posure,
3. The westerly exposure of the premises could be

adequately signed by wall signs and particularly a
directional sign allowed in the H-1 Zone,

and

WHEREAS, the Board of Zoning Adjustment, by its Resolution No. 610 referred
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to above, denied the application of Philip Kamerer’for Shortstop, Inc. for a
conditional use permit in the H-1 Zone to allow a free-standing sign to advertise

It is the policy of the City of Modesto to permit the establishment of family
amusement machine centers meeting these mandatory specifications;

1. Location within C-2 or H-1 Zones, or P-D Zones permitting general commercial
(C-2 Zone) uses.

2. Approval on a site in a C-2 or H-1 Zone only after obtaining a conditional
use permit from the Board of Zoning Adjustment.

3. Approval on a site in a P-D Zone that permits general commercial (C-2 Zone)
uses only if specifically set forth as a permitted use with conditions or
after amendment of said P-D Zone to specifically set forth as a permitted
use with conditions,

4. Consideration be given to the proximity of elementary, senior elementary,
junior high, and high schools.

POSSIBLE CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL

Upon review of a conditional use permit application by the Board of Zoning
Adjustment for a family amusement machine center in a C-2 or H-l Zone or by the Planning
